· Modern reflections: Deep respect for science, chess, and intellectual rigor, sometimes combined with bureaucratic rigidity.
5. British Victorian & Early 20th-century Culture.
· Core Traits: Order, discipline, duty, rational empiricism.
· Philosophical roots: Enlightenment empiricism (Locke, Bacon), utilitarian rationalism (Bentham, Mill).
· Manifestations: Structured governance, industrial organization, and emphasis on rational public discourse and moral discipline.
· Modern reflections: Respect for procedural fairness, rule of law, and scientific thinking.
